Throughout the 2014-2015 school year, the Big Bay de Noc School Staff identified 
Mathematics as an area in need of growth across all grade levels.  To help achieve 
this growth, we will continue to utilize the NWEA MAP testing in grades K-11 and 

continue to utilize a recently purchased math series.

Advanced placement and dual-enrollment classes are available to our high school 

students through area colleges and universities along with Michigan Virtual High 
School.   No students in the 2014-2015 school year opted to take advanced 

placement courses, which are offered through Michigan Virtual High School. 
 
During the 2014/2015 school year, six students received college credit through dual 

enrollment. Of 27 graduating seniors in 2015, 10 students or 37% of the class 
received college credits while in high school through online dual-enrollment 

programs.  The classes are offered mainly through Bay de Noc Community College 
and are taken online through the school network.  
  

With the help of parents, community, staff, and students, Big Bay de Noc School 
strives to continually offer a high quality educational program the students of the
